and difficult to fold paper.

Ruler 
To be used to cut straight 

lines

Brush
To apply glue on the paper

Cutter or blade

Blade is prefered to make 
precise cuts.

White glue 
Preferable because it 
does not damage the 
ink on the paper.

Paper knife or flat object 
to fold the paper neatly

Tweezers to handle 
small parts

Felt tip pens to color 
the thickness of paper 
edges and the back of 
the wheels and rotor.

Glue a weight such as a 
wire, paperclip or a coin 
on the front edge.
